CONDITIONS OF NOMINATION - 2009 TOOWOOMBA CLASSIC STOCK HORSE & QUARTER HORSE SALE 

Associated Auctioneers Corporation License No.: 1005352 
 

1) “The Sale” refers to any one or more of the following Sales for which a Lot is nominated, accepted, and subject to the Vendor’s rights 
of withdrawal, offered for sale by way of auction conducted by principal Selling Agent, Associated Auctioneers Pty Limited (A.B.N 
99009792796 ) (“the Selling Agent”); 

2) The 2009 Toowoomba Classic Stock Horse and Quarter Horse Sale will be held at the Toowoomba Indoor Arena on the 26th day of 
September, 2009. 

3) The Selling Agent is licensed under the Property Agents and Motor Dealers Act 2000 (“PAMD”) to conduct auctions of livestock; 
4) All horses offered for sale at the 2009 Toowoomba Classic Stock Horse and Quarter Horse Sale must be either a Registered 

Australian Stock Horse or a Registered Australian Quarter Horse. No foal recorded horses or A.S.B. (Breeding Purposes Only) 
horses will be accepted. All stallions or colts, 4 years and over, at time of sale must be Sire Registered and DNA Recorded. Any horse 
accepted as a colt cannot be sold as a gelding.  

5) Nominations /Entry forms cannot be accepted unless submitted with a copy of the horse’s Certificate of Registration. Those sending 
copies must submit the original at the pre sale inspection.  

6) All nominations must be submitted by the closing date (Friday 7th August 2009). Nominations will not be accepted unless accompanied 
by the entry fee (AU$330.00 Incl. GST/horse.) Once a horse has been accepted into the catalogue, there will be no refunds or 
substitutions. Nomination Forms without a vendor’s signature cannot be accepted. 

7) The owner is responsible for checking that the information on the horse’s Certificate of Registration is correct at the time of 
nomination, i.e., sex, colour, brands, markings, etc. Owners are advised to review the relevant Society’s (i.e. Australian Quarter Horse 
Association (AQHA) or Australian Stock Horse Society (ASH) regulations to the Horse Identification obtainable from the relevant 
Society, in particular the verification of brands and markings policies. A horse would be rejected from the 2009 Toowoomba Classic 
Stock Horse and Quarter Horse Sale under the relevant Identification Regulations which AQHA & ASH carry due to brand or 
significant marking discrepancy. Horses must be presented to the satisfaction of appointed 2009 Toowoomba Classic Stock Horse & 
Quarter Horse Sale Inspectors and may be vet checked prior to sale commencement. The inspectors may reject a horse from the sale 
if the horse does not comply with the following conditions: 

(a) Markings and brands described on the horse’s registration papers MUST be clearly visible and identical to the 
horse presented at inspection; 

(b) The horse should be presented suitably for sale; and 
(c) The horse should be free of undesirable characteristics and conformation faults as per AQHA & ASHS 

Regulations (obtainable from the relevant Society). 
(d) Drug Policy – refer to AQHA and ASHS Rules and Regulations. 

8) Should a Registered Australian Stock Horse and/or Quarter Horse be rejected from an event (including Approved ASH & AQHA 
Sales) as a result of the markings and/or brands not coinciding with the horse presented as indicated in the Society’s Regulations – 
Identification of Horses, Society Inspectors must confiscate the Certificate of Registration for that horse. The inspector must return 
all copies of the horse’s Certificate of Registration to the Society with a Confiscated Certificate of Registration Form within 7 days of 
the event. 

9)  The following MUST be disclosed by the Vendor to the Auctioneer prior to the sale and the Auctioneer will disclose these facts at 
time of sale: 

(a) Any horse addicted to wind sucking or showing symptoms of being a wobbler or a roarer. 
(b) Any horse being cryptorchid or showing a visible deformity of the genitalia 
(c) Where the vendor has retained semen or embryos.  

The Auctioneer will disclose these facts at the time of sale.  
Commission on the sale price (6% of sale price + GST) will be payable by the vendor to the auctioneer in respect to each lot 
catalogued and sold. This applies from cataloguing to 10 days after the advertised date, whether sold at the auction or private treaty. 
The agent reserves the right to sell any horse out of catalogue order and/or reject any horse for sale. 

10) Any person involved with handling the horse on the day of the sale, within the perimeter of the grounds: i.e. strapper, handler, 
trainer, rider and the like does so at their own risk. An equestrian helmet must be approved by the Australian Standards Association 
of international equivalent with a chin strap securely fastened MUST be worn by all riders /competitors under 18 years of age when 
riding within the perimeter of the grounds, not just in the ring. 

11) Associated Auctioneers reserves the right to restrict sale entries pending venue conditions. 
12) By nominating a horse in this sale, I/we agree to be bound by the Rules, Regulations and Codes of Conduct as determined by the 

selling Agents, Associated Auctioneers. Associated Auctioneers does not accept any liability for any accident, damage, injury to 
horses, riders, beasts, ground, spectators, or any person or property whatsoever.  

13) Vendor’s Appointment of the Selling Agent 
The Vendor (subject to his compliance with these conditions) hereby appoints and authorizes the Selling Agent to:- 
13.1  act as the sole and exclusive agent of the Vendor to sell the Vendor’s Lot at the sale, or where the Lot is not sold at the sale 

privately and outside of the auction at price nominated by the Vendor at any time from the close of nominations to a date thirty 
(30 days) after the Sale, and these conditions shall apply in so far as possible, to such private Sale; 

13.2 collect the full or any part of the purchase price including, if applicable any GST for any Lot on behalf of the Vendor by means 
of cash, personal cheque, or otherwise by the Selling Agent’s direction;  

13.3 delver any Lot sold on the Vendor’s behalf prior to full payment of the purchase price including, if applicable, any GST on said 
lot, much delivery being given by the Selling Agent’s absolute discretion; 

13.4 determine in its absolute discretion whether any Lot is suitable for the Sale, the manner in which and the time and place at which 
the Sale is to be conducted and whether the opinion of a Veterinary Surgeon at the Vendor’s cost should be obtained in respect of 
the condition of any Lot; 

13.5 deduct and retain from the gross purchase price payable for any Lot, any commission.  Nomination Fees or expenses owing to the 
Selling Agent including any GST applicable thereon.   

13.6 return the Lot to the Vendor if a sale is not affected or any account of the Vendor is not allowed within seven (7) days of the Sale 
Date, or at any extended date by approval of the Vendor; 

13.7 detain a passed-in Lot brought back by the Vendor until all sale charges and if applicable GST are paid, the Selling Agent being 
entitled to exercise a lien in his in respect of any outstanding fees, commissions, GST or charges; 

13.8 disclose the name, description and address of the Vendor to a bidder or Purchaser if it considers it appropriate, or in the case of 
any dispute touching on any sale of a Lot. In every case it is agreed that the remedy of the Purchaser shall be against the Vendor 
and not under any circumstances against the Selling Agent; 

13.9 accept the rescission of any sale, allow any purchaser on extension of time for payment, or agree to any variation of the 
Conditions of Sale in the Sales Catalogue on behalf of the Vendor should the Selling Agent decide in its absolute discretion that 
any such action is justified; 

13.10 bid up to the reserve price as set by the Vendor without incurring any liability to the Vendor in the event of the Lot not selling.
